AGM

VOLUNTEERS

DONATIONS

allowance which is soon likely to increase.  On average we pay out 

more than we receive.  Each journey in 2007 made a loss of  87p which amounted to a total annual loss of nearly £750.  This is a greater loss than in 2006.  

REQUESTS 

You should note that it is likely that you will have to leave your request on the answer phone rather than speak to the co-ordinator directly.  There is no need to ring again as the co-ordinator will contact you after she has listened to the message.  This may be in the evening.  I also have to emphasise that you can only make your request to the co-ordinator.  You cannot contact a driver directly.  Please remember to let the co-ordinator know in advance if you no longer need the service you have booked.

NON DRIVING TASKS

We now positively wish to extend non-driving tasks particularly since we have more volunteers who prefer this type of work.  Your driver may well ask you about this so please let him or her know if you would also like someone to visit you for a chat, help with small tasks about the house or garden or anything of that nature.
