
SWINE FLU

We have said that we would help out NHS Wiltshire in ensuring that patients in our area receive the vaccine in situations where patients have no other means of obtaining it.  This involves one of our volunteers collecting the vaccine from an anti-viral collection point and delivering the vaccine to the patient.  When collecting the volunteer will have to show ID.  At the moment we do not know the length of the journey involved nor the number of instances that are likely to arise.  We have said that we will put a financial cap on our liability sine there is no funding available from the NHS.  There will be no contact between our volunteer and the patient since the vaccine will be put through the patient’s letter-box.  We have also entered caveats regarding priorities between existing customers and flu victims and also concerning the potential workload on co-ordinators.  We will try to keep you informed as this issue progresses.
